“ When the ten other disciples heard what James and John had
asked [that they would have special positions of power in the coming
Kingdom], they were indignant. %’ But Jesus called them together and
said, "You know that in this world kings are tyrants, and officials lord it
over the people beneath them. “°But among you it should be quite
different. Whoever wants to be a leader among you must be your
servant, ¥’ and whoever wants to be first must become your slave. *For
even I, the Son of Man, came here not to be served but to serve
others, and to give my life as a ransom for many.” - Matthew 20:24-28 (NLT)

Jesus knew that the Father had given him authority over everything
and that he had come from God and would return to God. *So he got up
from the table, took off his robe, wrapped a towel around his waist, *and
poured water into a basin. Then he began to wash the discijples’ feet and to
wipe them with the towel he had around him....

BYou call me ‘teacher’ and
Lord, and you are right, because it is true. “and since I, the Lord and
Teacher, have washed your feet, you ought to wash each other’s feet. °I
have given you an example to follow. Do as I have done to you. " How true it
is that a servant is not greater than the master. Nor are messengers more
important than the one who sends them. " You know these things—now do
them! That is the path of blessing...
